On the eve of All Saintsô Day, October 31, 1517, a 

Roman Catholic monk named Martin Luther posted 

his Ninety-Five Theses, or statements, on the door 

of the Castle Church in Wittenberg, Germany.  

Luther was concerned about a number of church 

practices of the time, most importantly the sale of indulgences.  He 

requested a meeting with church officials to discuss and debate 

these statements.  Luther hoped the Catholic Church would reform 

these practices to be more in keeping with the word of God as 

Luther understood it from his study of the Bible.  This posting 

touched off a chain reaction that resulted in the events that we 

now call the Protestant Reformation.   
 

Donôt Forget to Wear Red on Reformation Sunday!  
 

Red, which represents the Holy Spirit, is the liturgical color of the 

day.  Luther believed that the Reformation was a direct result of 

the Holy Spirit moving him and other reformers to action.  Today 

Reformation Sunday is a celebration of the Holy Spirit continuing 

to work in our lives, moving us toward Godôs grace and mercy.

Level I (age 3 ï Kindergarten)  
The children will explore the altar, why it is set the way it is 

and the nomenclature and explanations of the most essential 

articles of the Holy Eucharist.  The aim is to give them a fuller 

appreciation of their own place in the Body of Christ and to 

create a sense of reverence for the sacred.  They will also 

explore the gesture of the peace as an expression of the gift 

of Godôs peace to us, the forgiveness of our sins, and our 

reconciliation with God and others.   
 

Level II (1 st  ï 3 rd  grades)  
Maybe youôve seen the very long blue ribbon rolled out in the 

hallway on Sundays?  The children explore the history of the 

Kingdom of God using this ñworkò to learn about three 

principal moments: Creation, Redemption, and Parousia. This 

ñworkò offers the children a chance to envision the ñBig 

Pictureò of the history, its vastness and unity, and the unique 

place and role of human beings as collaborators/servants of 

God.  Later in the month, they will explore ñThe History of the 

Giftsò, Godôs loving gifts to humankind: gifts in the mineral 

world, the plant and animal kingdoms, the gift of other people, 

and, as a ñcrescendoò, the gift of Godôs self in Jesus and in his 

ongoing presence to us in the Eucharist. We are called to look 

with wonder and amazement at the gifts weôve received, to 

enjoy them, use them, and help to transform them in our 

ñblank pageò moment in the history in preparation for the time 

when ñGod will be all in all.ò  
 

Level III (4 th  ï 6 th  grades)   The focus for this level is the 

Plan of God as worked out in the Bible and human history.  

The children explore the growth of the Kingdom of God and 

peopleôs collaboration with or opposition to it.  The Paradigm 

of Creation-Redemption-Parousia guides a more thorough 

exploration of scripture, particularly the Old Testament.
